INTRODUCTION  

ñAt The Coca-Cola Company, we are transforming the way we think and act about water 

stewardship. It is in the long-term interest of both our business and the communities where we 

operate to be good stewards of our most critical shared resource, water.ò

Our planet and its resources are facing increasing pressures.  In many communities around the 

world, a lack of public access to clean water and sanitation is a very serious problem as is the 

health and sustainability of the watersheds we all rely upon. 

 

Water is a key ingredient in all of the beverages produced by The Coca-Cola system.  Because of 

the critical importance of water not just to our business, but to ecosystems, human health, 

progress and development, we are focusing on conserving and protecting water throughout the 

world. 

 

In 2007, we set a long-term goal to return to nature and communities an amount of water equal to 

what we use in our beverages and their production.   For our business, that means we are 

continuing to use water more efficiently in our operations; returning water used in our 

manufacturing processes safely to the environment; and supporting initiatives that bring safe 

water and sanitation to communities in need.  See Appendix A for an update on our Water 

Footprint Reduction Efforts.  Our aim, ultimately, is to establish a truly water-sustainable 

business on a global scale. 

 

This report is focused on our efforts to give back by supporting healthy watersheds and 

sustainable community water programs to balance the water used in our finished beverages.  We 

are working on a wide range of locally relevant initiatives, including watershed protection, 

community water access, rain water harvesting, reforestation and agricultural water use 

efficiency. 

 

We recognize a special responsibility with regard to water stewardship in areas of the world 

under water stress, such as drought, and focus much of our ñreplenishmentò work in those areas. 

Together, with our Business Units and Bottling Partners, we have invested in over 200 

community water projects in 60 countries.  Of these projects, 57 have been completed (See 

Appendix B for listing of completed projects), while the remainder are in progress or scheduled 

to launch within the first quarter 2009.  Many of these 200+ projects are implemented at multiple

sites.  For example, the recently completed Improved Health and Livelihoods program was 

implemented in 18 locations across six Local Government Authorities in Nigeria.   

 

Collaboration is at the heart of each one of our efforts and is essential to the success of the 

projects and partnerships represented in this report.  (See Appendices C, D, E, and F for 

overviews of our WWF, USAID, UNDP-Eurasia, and UNDP- China partnerships, respectively.) 

Fulfilling our goal requires that we actively seek the advice of some of the worldôs most 

respected environmental organizations and work hand-in-hand with local governments, NGOs 

and communities to protect and preserve the worldôs water resources.  Only by working together 

can we hope to address the water challenges facing the global community.  For many of the 

CWP projects, various organizations have come together, with a shared vision and common goal, 

to drive the success.  In Ethiopia, USAID, Catholic Relief Services, Food for the Hungry and 

World Vision are collaborating on the Amhara Community Water Supply, Sanitation and 

Hygiene project, with the goal of providing 35,000 residents with new access to improved water 

supply and sanitation services.  Partnerships are a way of doing business for our Company.   

 

As we work toward our ñReplenishò goal, we have found it especially important to collaborate 

with External Partner(s) and stakeholders on the development of a methodology to quantify the 

water impacts of the programs we support to replenish water in communities and nature. 

 

The Nature Conservancy and others are helping us develop a framework for evaluating projects 

that contribute to our goal.  They have identified CWP projects that are directed at the 

sustainable use of water and focus on conserving or restoring water quantity and/or quality.  

Calculation of the volumetric contribution requires an accounting of the changes in the overall 

water budget of a watershed system.  Methods are currently being explored in the context of the 

development of a tool for quantifying watershed restoration benefits (sometimes referred to as 

water offsets).  The method development process will involve an iterative process of field testing 

the tool using a range of pilot projects designed to test its feasibility, utility, and scientific 

credibility. Over the coming months we will be analyzing select CWP projects to quantify the 

impacts and support the tool development.  This is being conducted simultaneously with the 

ongoing policy debate regarding water sustainability and certification practices. (See Appendix 

G for a brief update on the Water Offset dialogue.) 

 

This report provides a glimpse of our progress towards replenishing water in communities 

around the world.  We look forward to continuing to build on the growth of this powerful 

program and sharing results.  Thank you for your interest, support and review of our progress.

With this grant, Comunidad Aborigen 

Piedra Negra was able to purchase all the materials for the construction of the 

water tanks and prepare the land for the second stage of this project. In 2007, after 

winning the grant, they gained skills and motivation to apply for other funding. 

The community submitted an application to the Ley Ovina fund (Agriculture, 

Livestock, Fishing and Alimentation Secretariat) and was selected to complete the 

project. The community will start this second stage shortly and will be finished by 

the end of 2009.
